1- Any dispute, controversy, or claim arising out of or relating to
this contract, including its formation, interpretation,
performance, breach, termination, or invalidity, shall be
finally settled under the commercial laws in the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia, in accordance with those rules. The place of
arbitration shall be in Abha city, and the language of
arbitration shall be Arabic.

2- Any dispute, controversy, or claim arising out of or relating to
this contract, including its formation, interpretation,
performance, breach, termination, or invalidity, may first be
submitted to the General Secretariat of Arbitration
Committees The place of arbitration shall be in Abha, and the
language of arbitration shall be Arabic.

3- Any costs for dispute resolution or fees paid for judicial fees
or appointing a lawyer by Kodrey Overseas Global shall be
paid by settling invoices from an accredited law firm, or
official invoices from judicial authorities, only according to
prevailing costs at the time in the Saudi market.

Fees and Expenses

1- Secretarial Agent services provided by the agent shall be
subject to fees as per the attached Price Schedule, regardless
of the time spent. These fees are calculated based on the
service provided, not the time spent.

2- The agent shall have the right to change the supplier's
standard fees from time to time by giving written notice to the
client of no less than three months each time.

3- Allfees quoted to the client for the provision of the service are
exclusive of any value-added tax Saudi (VAT), for which the
client shall be additionally liable at the applicable rate from
time to time.
